Other Planning Matters : 

Notification of Appeal Lodged with the Planning Inspectorate - Proposal: An application for listed building consent for the reduction in height of three chimneys to 1.6m above eaves.  Location: Yew Tree House Walkhurst Road Benenden.  It was noted that Benenden Parish Council had supported this application.  All comments already submitted have been forwarded with the appeal.
PO92 Highways Matters : 
Ongoing issues remain regarding the poor state of some roads and the filling of potholes.  Particular issues were noted regarding Woodcock Lane and Coldharbour Lane.  Some holes have been filled but the original hole made larger and with sharper sides before filling, and the repairs have only lasted a matter of weeks.  The Clerk to write to KCC Highways regarding the quality of contractors’ work and how this is monitored by KCC.

The Clerk is continuing to make contact with the Police regarding speed issues.
